District Two Update 
Satellite Groomer Locating.-  

Starting this year clubs and the OFSC Barrie 
office will be able to track groomers in real time by 
satellite locating device. This record will be saved 
for future reference to determine what trails was 
groomed and when they were groomed. This is 
also an important device for the safety of our 
groomer operators as the club person with access 
can watch the groomer on his or her computer 
screen. 

OFSC Funding. –  

 KLSC is receiving funding for a bridge and 
trail improvement on B104. KLSC is also receiving 
funding to apply screenings to 6.5km of rail trail to 
cover black cinders which melt the snow more 
quickly with sunshine.  
TMSC is receiving funding to repair several wet 
holes on their system to make the trail accessible 
earlier in the season.

Wow, what a great ending to a great summer, bet you're 

not thinking snow right now. But sure as you're reading this, 
it's not too far around the corner so don't get caught short, 
get your sled tuned up and get your permit early........don't 
wait for the last minute rush. 

Recall I noted last spring that we acquired funds to 
make some improvements to the B-104 trail in the forest 
East of the Buller Road which included a new steel bridge.  
Well, with efforts put forth by our own Jerry Rintoul, this past 
summer, we've been able to acquire enough funding from 
the OFSC to be able to complete improvements to another 
section of B-104 from where we left off last fall. This will 
include the installation of another new engineered steel 
bridge which will replace an old and not very good wooden 
one, and will complete all trail work East to the top of the 
Millennium.  Work should commence early November as 
soon as the bridge arrives and all work should be complete 
well before the snow flies! 

Another improvement that will be paid for from this 
additional funding is the addition of screenings to several 
sections of the rail trail North of Fenelon Falls which add up 
to almost seven kilometers of freshly surfaced trail. The 
intent of this is to provide more surface material to work with 
when grading takes place and to cover the old dark rail bed 
material which promotes an early snow melt in some 
locations.  If you've ever travelled the rail line on a sunny day 
with marginal snow conditions you know what I mean.   
I should note here that we've had full support and co-
operation from both Craig Shanks, Manager of Parks and 
Recreation, as well as from Councillor Dave Hodgson on 
both of the above noted projects. Both of these guys deserve 
a round of applause for their continued support of our efforts 
to improve our trail system within the City of Kawartha 
Lakes. 

A number of years ago there was quite a bit of 
animosity toward ATV's by snowmobilers because they 
snuck out onto groomed trails on mild days and chewed 
them up from time to time and in some cases taxed our 
relationship with landowners by tearing down fences in the 
off season which caused those trails to be closed forever.  
Over the past few years we've been working with their 
organization not only to strengthen our commonality (we are 
both motorized recreational vehicles and need each other's 
support in the public eye) but they share trails that, although 
built mainly by snowmobilers for snowmobilers, are now 
open to ATV's because they cross public property.   

However, our relationship with them can easily go 
astray due to damaged trails but we need to be mindful that 
we are in this together as motorized users of public property.  
For example, it should be no secret that ATV traffic on the 
trails is harmful to the trail surface, and in areas where 
surface conditions are less than perfect (ie: wet or soft) trail 
sections have become totally impassable.  For instance, 
right now the Millennium Trail is completely impassable by 
any means. You might ask why this would be a problem for 
snowmobiles. Well, recall my earlier comment about wet 
holes and rocks.  Trails that start out in this condition in the 
fall can't be ridden until the meter deep water and mud holes 
freeze over and we get lots of snow to cover the two foot                                    

 
 
 
 
 
mounds of mud.  This inevitably shortens our already short 
season. 

Is there a light at the end of the tunnel, well we hope 
so. Discussions with the ATV club and City Parks regarding 
this matter, has resulted in a commitment from the ATV club 
to actively participate in cleaning up after themselves on a 
regular basis when they cause damage. To this end, they 
recently paid to have the main Pinery trail repaired, and they 
have committed $10,000 dollars toward the new bridge we 
are installing this fall, and they have committed to filling in 
the wet mud holes on the Millennium Trail.  I believe that 
they are serious about repairing the damage to trails created 
by their sport and only time will tell if their activity is 
sustainable.  

At last year's 2010 convention a motion passed that 
would see a marginal permit increase. At convention this 
past September we were informed that the Ontario 
Government (MTO) would not allow this price increase to 
take place so our permit price remains as it was for another 
year.  The up side to this is obvious (no permit increase for 
you and I), the downside is that it's getting tougher to keep 
the groomers maintained and full of fuel. The two main 
culprits that contribute to this are the increased cost of diesel 
fuel for the groomers and the high numbers of classic 
permits being bought.  Classic permits reduced our 
operating base last season by about $20,000.  It should be 
noted that some purchasers of these permits opted to 
donate a few of the bucks they saved to the club as a 
donation. “A warm THANK YOU from the executive to 
those members that opted to do this.” 

If you have any questions drop us a line, we're 
always open to answer anything that crosses your mind.  
Have a safe and happy season, keep the rubber side down, 
and start doing your snow dance December 1. Hope to see 

you at the fun run, cheers. ~ Wayne Harpell
